Prescribed burn planned near the Breitenbush summer tract and 
resort area on Tuesday, July 5th
Firefighters from the Detroit Ranger District are planning to conduct another broadcast burn near the Breitenbush summer tract and resort area on Tuesday, June 27 (or possibly Wednesday, July 6th depending on the weather). This project is part of the District's efforts to enhance wildlife habitat in the Breitenbush corridor while reducing hazardous fuels.

The burn area will consist of a two-acre unit located approximately 6 miles west of the summer tract and resort area along a spur road off Forest Road 4695. It is the second and final prescribed burn planned for the Breitenbush area until the fall.

The burn area will be closely monitored. Please note that residents and visitors may smell or see light smoke while burning operations are underway.  Changes in the weather forecast may cause us to cancel the burn and/or reschedule it for another time when conditions are more favorable.

Due to safety concerns and an increase in Forest Service vehicle traffic, visitors are asked to avoid the burn area. Signs will be posted on affected roads if closures become necessary.
