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	As of 6:00 Friday morning, August 27th, the entire Deschutes 
River has been reopened to recreation, including the formerly closed section between Trout Creek and Harpham Flats.  The reopening of the river is the result of the hard work 

done to construct and secure fire line around the 33,732 acre 
White Lightning Complex.

On Thursday afternoon, fire lines held despite strong, gusting winds.  The winds fanned unburned fuels within the interior of

the Youther Fire.  Fire crews, backed by air resources, 
extinguished a 1¼ acre spot fire in the Eagle Creek drainage, 
east of the fire.  Crews continued to work mopping up within
300 feet of firelines and patrolling in all divisions.  On Friday, efforts will be focused on completing mop-up within 300 feet

of the S-300 Road.  Crews are patrolling along fire lines in all divisions. 

The White Lightning Complex will be turned over to a local
Type 3 fire organization at 6:00 Saturday morning.  Members

of the Northwest Oregon Interagency Incident Management 
Team will return home and be ready for future assignment.  
Fire crews and equipment not essential to the remaining suppression effort will be released home to rest or to other 
fires where they are needed.  

“Warm Springs Fire Management will be left with the crews 
and equipment they will need to put this thing to bed,” 
said Carl West, Incident Commander.  “They played a critical 
role in responding to the many lightning fires ignited on 
August 17th and engaging in aggressive initial attack to hold 
these fires in check.  Working with the Confederated Tribes 
of Warm Springs in the Deschutes country is always a 
pleasure,” West added.
