WALLOWA-WHITMAN NATIONAL FOREST
MALHEUR NATIONAL FOREST


Pursuant to 36 CFR, Sec. 261.50(a) and (b), the following acts are prohibited in the area described in this order within the Whitman Ranger District of the Wallowa-Whitman National Forest and portions of the Malheur National Forest from September 1, 2016 to September 30, 2016 unless rescinded or superseded.  

1. It is prohibited for any person to be on any road, trail or in the area described in Appendix A of this order.    36 CFR 261.53(e).

Pursuant to 36 CFR, Sec. 261.50 (e), the following persons are exempt from this order:

	(1.)	Persons with a permit specifically authorizing the prohibited act or omission.

	(2.)	Any Federal, State or local law enforcement officer, or member of an organized rescue or firefighting force in the performance of an official duty.


These prohibitions are in addition to the general prohibitions in 36 CFR Part 261, 
Subpart A.

This order supersedes Order No. 2016-0616-Whitman-04 dated August 30, 2016.

Beginning on Road 12 at Forest Boundary proceeding northwesterly on Road 12 to junction with Road 1220, 
thence westerly on Road 1220 to junction with Road 1210, 
thence proceeding westerly on Road 1210 to the junction with Road 2645 at the County Line, 
thence westerly on the County Line to Road 2652, 
thence proceeding southerly on Road 2652 to junction with Road 2652 600, 
thence southwesterly to junction with Road 1300 268, 
thence southwesterly on Road 268 to junction with Road 13, 
thence southerly on road 13 to junction with road 16, 
thence easterly along north edge of road 16 to junction with Road 1680, 
thence northeasterly on Road 1680 to Section line between Sections 16, 17 T14S, R37E, 
thence north on Section line between Sections 16,17 and Sections 8,9 to boundary of private land in Section 8, 
thence northwesterly along private land to Forest Boundary, 
thence northwesterly on Forest Boundary to point of beginning.
