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Weather Continues to be Challenging – Fire Crews Braced and Ready 
 

 

On Friday crews worked into the early morning hours of Saturday morning holding fire and dozer 

lines in Division L on the northwest side near the dozer line.  Fire activity late in the afternoon produced large 

amounts of smoke.  Predicted weather arrived late in the day with gusting winds that peaked at 46 miles per 

hour on the fire.  Incident meteorologists released a weather balloon in the afternoon to track, and measure, 

wind speeds and direction.  Most of the fire activity was on the northern perimeter in Division L.   Additional 

fire activity was seen on the south end in Division D.   Crews continued to improve and secure fire lines on the 

east side up to Squaw Mountain. 

 

Weather for today is predicted to be hot and dry.  Firefighters expect 15-30 mile per hour winds with 

gusts up to 40 miles per hour.  Temperatures today will reach 90 degrees with only 3-8 percent for relative 

humidity.  Short range spotting and long range spotting, up to three quarters of a mile, can also be expected.  

 

Saturday’s activities will include the following: 

 

 Division A (south/east): Continue to hold and improve hand lines.  Work will be done on the south 

end where fire activity increased yesterday with the winds. 

 Division D (west): Continue to hold and improve hand lines.  

 Division F (northwest): Continue to hold and improve hand lines.  

 Division L (northeast) Continue to hold and improve hand lines and dozer lines.  Crews will be going 

prepping areas ahead of the fire and securing areas so as to avoid further advancement of the fire if it 

were to reach these areas.  It is too dangerous for crews to work directly towards or near the fire line. 

 Air Operations: Aircraft will begin working earlier today.  Early this morning the location of the 

helibase was already experiencing light winds.  Resources will continue to provide bucket work to 

needed areas of the fire.  Multiple bucket missions were flown on Friday, totaling an approximate 

70,000 gallons of water being transported to the fire.   

 Staffed road closures are in place and closed to all recreation traffic.  We ask that the public respect 

the need for the closures and find alternate routes of travel.   Please be aware of heavy traffic related to 

the incident along Cold Springs Road. 

o Road blocks will be in place on the road near the Converse County and Albany County line.  

County Road #62 (Little Medicine Road) and County Road#24 (Cold Springs Road).  

Motorists are asked to find alternate travel routes. 

o Near the bottom of Cold Springs Road and a portion of the Box Elder Road near Breakneck 

Hill. 
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 Evacuations:  

o There is no serious threat to the Fetterman Road.  Residents living along this area can return to 

their homes/cabins.  If conditions were to change voluntary evacuations will be reinstated.   

o Volunteer evacuations are still in place for homes/cabins along Meadow Creek Road, and 

Cold Springs Road south of Meadow Creek Road.   Residents who choose to evacuate their 

homes are asked to contact the Converse County Sheriff’s Office to advise them.
