EMBERGENCY AREA CLOSURE ORDER
Pursuant to 16 U.S.C. § 551, and Title 36 Code of Federal Regulations (“C.F.R.”), Section 261.50 (a) and (b) the following acts are prohibited on the Shoshone National Forest portion of Fremont County, Wyoming, as depicted on the attached map hereby incorporated into this Order as Exhibit A (the “Restricted Area”). This Order is in effect from July 26, 2011 until rescinded.

AREA DESCRIBED: National Forest System roads, trails, and lands as depicted on Exhibit A.

PURPOSE: The purpose of this Order is to protect human life and provide for firefighter and public safety during firefighting and mop up operations during the Norton Point Fire.

PROHIBITIONS:

1.  Going into or being upon the restricted area. 36 CFR 261.52(e) and 36 CFR261.53(e).

2.  Being on the trail depicted as closed by Exhibit A in the restricted area.36 CFR
 61.55(a).

3.  Camping in the restricted area depicted as closed by Exhibit A. 36 CFR 261.58(e).

EXEMPTIONS:   Pursuant to 36 CFR 261.50(e) the following persons are exempt from this Order:

1.  Any Federal, State or local officer, or member of an organized rescue or fire fighting force when in the performance of an official duty. 

2.  Any person with a Forest Service permit specifically authorizing otherwise prohibited act or omission.

3.  This Order supersedes any previous orders prohibiting the same acts covered by this Order in the above described area.
